It is one of the few
railhouses built in the 1920s still standing. 
The Old Jeffersonville Historic District, located in Jeffersonville,
Indiana. Schimpff's Confectionery, a candy store and museum located in
Jeffersonville, Indiana, within the Old Jeffersonville Historic District.
The Grisamore House, was designed from elements of both Federal and
Greek style to build this two-story brick structure, is now a part of the
Old Jeffersonville Historic District.

174.2 Main Street Main Street, Jeffersonville, Indiana, The Howard Steamboat Museum,
Based in the old Howard home, features items related to steamboat
history. The Museum holds an annual Chautauqua in May. The Henry
French House, also known as the Salmon-French House, is located in
Jeffersonville, Indiana, within the Port Fulton area. This house is added
to the National Register of Historic Places due to its architecture and
place in maritime history. Port Fulton, Indiana, a town that was located
two miles up the river from Louisville, within present-day
Jeffersonville, Indiana.
